In a deep class of seasoned horse and rider teams, Vicki Jacobs of 
Paso Robles, California and FI Might Oak cut tough to earn a 219 and 
the preliminary round of the Non-Pro 7Up division Tuesday evening. 
The 12-year-old gelding was purchased by Jacob from Marty 
Pelcyger back in 2005 after being part of the horse force that Vicki 
enlisted to earn a top ten finish at the NCHA World Championships in 
the $2k Ltd event.  Pelcyger had previously had success with the 
horse winning Non-Pro 5/6 titles at such shows as Ft. Klamath and 
Tejon. “I knew when I sold him to Vicki he would have a great 
home,” said Pelcyger. 
After stem cell surgery to repair an injury, Vicki gave FI Mighty Oak 
a one and a half year reprieve before the 2008 show season. “He’s 
like a pet,” said Jacobs. “He eats burritos and drinks cokes!”  
Admitting she was nervous going into the 7Up event, Jacobs also had 
a degree of confidence. “Dave (Costello) picked three perfect cows 
for me,” she said. “I was tense, but knew if I relaxed on this horse, he 
would take care of me.” She added, “This was a big class for me. The 
last time I showed was in the $2k Limit, and here I am entering the 
Non-Pro 7Up. Just to show with these people is enough for me.”
